Sample Tasks of 10-min Mental Processing

1. One piece of article/ a paragraph 

2. a question or a task like tabulating/ drawing flowchart

3. requiring students to read/ listen to the text in detail
· ranging from easier tasks like locating factual details to more cognitively demanding like:
· writing 1-sentence summary
· circling all the verbs etc
· summarizing find pros & cons
· concluding writers’ or speakers’ hidden meaning
4. Allow discussion in groups
Book 1A
1) Materials: Elect Unit 1 p.4
· Task: For each school, write down pros and cons
Possible Answers:
i. Cyberschool
Pros: don’t need a school bag
Cons: don’t meet children and not good for social people
ii. Boarding School
Pros: students can be independent
Cons: can only see families in holidays.

iii. School-in-a-box
Pros: for emergency
Cons: very limited resources

2) Materials: Elect Unit 1 p.5 Poem ‘Teacher’ 
· Task: as given on p. 8 Part B Q2

How many times was the teacher interrupted?

3) Materials: Elect Unit 1 p.5  Comics
· Task: Look at picture 3. What was the girl’s real intention? 
Possible Answer:
The girl is looking for excuses for not doing homework

4) Material: Elect Unit 1 p.6
· Task: With reference to paragraph 2 ONLY, do you think Ben likes his school? 
(Rationale: as throughout the paragraph, Ben doesn’t explicitly mention his feeling, students will have to make inferences from the words he uses in order to reach the answer)
Possible answer:
Yes, he does because many positive adjectives like huge, great and yummy are used to describe his school. 
(Teaching point: 
-to lead students to sense how adjectives can help create a mood in writing, in particular descriptive writing; you need not explicitly say you love something, indeed by using positive adjectives, you can guide the reader to sense your fondness for the thing. 
-this is mentioned in Skill Book Unit 10 p. 104) 
5) Materials: Elect Unit 2 p.28
· Task: Identify all the characters and describe the personality, interests and appearance (can be imagined and supported by other clues in the texts)

6) Material: Elect Unit 2 p.28
· Task: Give the exact date when Carrie and her friend return to Hong Kong from India. 
(Rationale: the date is not provided, so students need to pay attention to some minor details to get the answer. This kind of tricky question often appears in Listening/data file)
Possible answer:
The blog is written on 4th September. 

Carrie writes that she “came back to Hong Kong one week ago.”       (last paragraph) 

Hence, the date is 28th August. 

7) Materials: Elect Unit 2 p.29 Text 2 ‘A Film to Remember’ 
· Task: Elements of a Film Review based on Text 2

8) Materials: Elect Unit 2 Text 3 ‘Modern Family’
· Task: Compare the old and modern family life. 

9) Material: Elect Unit 2 p.30
· Task: Draw a timeline to show what the “I” did today. 

(Rationale: learn to summarize a passage graphically)
Possible answer:
